Tasks: Participants will be performing general riverfront stewardship including 
removal of invasive plant species and tending/planting native trees and 
shrubs. Please dress appropriately for the task. We recommend comfortable 
shoes, long pants and long sleeve shirt to avoid being scratched while 
removing overgrowth. The watershed area where we will focus our attention 
may require removal of trash and recyclables.
