The Three Rivers Heritage Trail is a paved and dedicated biking, hiking, and walking trail 
around Pittsburgh.  Running for over 21 miles along both sides of the Allegheny, 
Monongahela, and Ohio Rivers, it is an almost complete public route for cyclists, walkers, 
runners, and in some places roller bladders.  With funding from foundations, government 
officials, and diverse volunteer base, our rivers and riverfronts have been transformed from 
industrial wastelands to international examples of environmental renewal.  Annually, 2 
million people use the Three Rivers Heritage Trail, and it is promoted in Friends of the 
Riverfront’s free Heritage Trail Map.  The map is distributed to approximately 50,000 
individuals at several hundred locations within the City and surrounding areas.
